Rainbow Academic and Vocational Scholarship Information: 2025-2026

Our Grand Assembly Scholarship program will award Academic and Vocational Scholarships to
Rainbow Girls whose applications have been approved by the Scholarship Committee. The number of
scholarships to be awarded will be determined by the monetary contributions from the Assemblies. In
addition to these Rainbow scholarships, the Grand Chapter of Pennsylvania, Order of the Eastern Star will
award one Academic Scholarship to a Rainbow Girl. The Rainbow girl who receives this award will be
chosen from the applicants for the Rainbow Scholarship.

An active Rainbow girl in good standing who is currently enrolled as a full-time student at an
accredited College, University or School of Nursing may apply for a Rainbow Academic Scholarship.
Girls must be pursuing a 2 or 4 year degree in an accredited program and must maintain a GPA/QPA of
2.0 or better.

An active Rainbow Girl who is pursuing a vocational program at an accredited post-secondary
trade or vocational school can apply for the John L. Winkleman Memorial Vocational Scholarship.
Because of the short nature of vocational programs, girls can apply for vocational scholarships during
their senior year in high school through their completion of their vocational program. High school seniors
must provide proof of acceptance at the vocational school and their high school transcript. Scholarship
funds for high school senior applicants will be held until proof of successful completion of one term of
study. A transcript of the term must be submitted to the Scholarship chair as proof of successful
completion. Students must maintain a GPA/QPA of 2.0 or better in high school and vocational school.
Students already attending a vocational program will submit the transcript of their vocational studies. A
Rainbow Girl completing a vocational or trade program may apply for John L. Winkleman Memorial
Vocational Scholarship with the intent of paying down her college loans.

Both scholarships will use the same Rainbow Scholarship Form.

Remember ONLY vocational scholarship applicants may apply their senior year in high school.
Academic Scholarship applicants must have completed a minimum of one semester of college at the time
of application and a full-year by Grand Assembly

Completed application forms must be postmarked by March 1st to be considered. NO
EXCEPTIONS. Please send or have your high school/ College / School of Nursing send a current
transcript or grade report that reflects your cumulative QPA. An unofficial or internet copy is sufficient.

Priority for scholarship awards will be given to those Rainbow girls who have been very actively
involved in their local and Grand Assemblies and their church and community. Girls receiving their
majority at Grand Assembly may apply for Rainbow scholarships. Members from Assemblies who do not
send monetary contributions to help fund the Scholarship program will not be considered.

Girls attending Grand Assembly will also be given special consideration as it is felt the girl who
receives a Scholarship should be present to receive her award. Scholarships will be presented on
Thursday morning. Remember that many Masonic affiliated organizations also offer scholarships for
which you can apply directly. A list of these scholarships along with an application, is available on the

A minimum of 2.0 GPA/QPA will be required to be considered for a
scholarship. Remember ONLY vocational scholarship applicants may apply their senior year in high
school. Academic Scholarship applicants must have completed a minimum of one semester of college at
the time of application and a full year by Grand Assembly.

Adults who are your family members are not eligible to write letters of
recommendation for you. Make sure you or your high school/college sends your transcript or grade report
that reflects your cumulative GPA/QPA by March 1st, or as soon as possible thereafter.
